What Should I Do?

     For each of the questions below, circle the answer that you think best represents what you should do, and then box the answer that you think best represents what you are likely to do.

1.  You just made a new friend at church in the past month.  One day at the end of the service, he shares that something is bothering him and that he has no one to talk to.  You already have plans to meet some friends for lunch (or dinner).  How would you respond?
